Adoption, Identity, and Kung-Fu Panda

My shoulders tensed up,
as I looked over at my sons,
eating popcorn in the seats
next to me. It’s not that |
didn’t think there would
ever be a film that might
unearth some awkward and
potentially traumatic family
conversations. It’s just that
I didn’t expect it would be

Kung-Fu Panda Two.

In this animated film,
there’s an adoption subplot
that I wasn’t quite prepared
for walking in. It turns out
(spoiler alert) that the panda
protagonist, Po, finds out
that his goose father isn’t

his biological Dad. He was
found, abandoned, in a tur-
nip crate when he was a
cub. Po discovers that there
was an ancient prophecy

that the wicked king would

be defeated by a panda. The
king sought to destroy, pre-
emptively, all the pandas to
ensure that his rival would
never emerge.

The movie deals intermit-
tently with Po seeking to
answer the question, “Who
am [?” It’s through finding
his place in the old proph-
ecy that he discovers his
identity, and comes to
peace with who he is.

I winced, not because the
movie addressed adoption,
but because the old goose
seemed to stammer, almost
with shame, when he
“admitted” that his son had
been adopted. My shoulders
relaxed though as the movie
grappled in what I found to
be a helpful and basically
life affirming way with

what is one of the most of-
ten disturbing aspects of
adoption.

Many (though by no
means all) children who
were adopted eventually ask

the kinds of hard questions
this film raises in the middle
of all 1ts fun and silliness.

One might be haunted with
“Who am I?” and “What
if?”” and “Why?” questions.
In one sense, we all face
those questions, regardless
of our backgrounds. But, for

children who’ve been
adopted, there’s often a spe-
cial sense of helplessness in

the face of them.

If social Darwinism were
true, then these questions
would be bleak. In that
world, the question “who
are you?” is primarily an-
swered by genetic makeup.
If you don’t know your full
biological background, you
can never really know who
you are. But, as those
who’ve staked our lives on
the empty tomb of Jesus, we
know that’s not the real
world.

If you were adopted, there
is nothing at all wrong with
wanting to find out as much
about your background as
you want. There’s nothing
wrong with wanting to meet
your birth-parents or other
biological relatives. That’s
part of your story. But the
word “part” is really impor-
tant.

If you know Christ, medi-
tate on the providence of
God in your personal story.
You are who you are, and

you belong where you are,
because you are exactly
where God intended for you
to be, in order to become
the person you are. Nothing
happens to you by accident.
All things, even mysteri-
ously those awful things
that God hates, fall some-
how into a secret cosmic
drama in which everything
works together “according
to the counsel of his will”
(Ephesians 1:11).

No matter how horrible

your back-story, you are not
a freak, and your life is no
accident. Yes, genes are
important. You have the
genes God wanted you to
have. Yes, nurture is sig-
nificant. You have the par-
ents God wanted you to
have. It’s the interplay be-
tween the two that makes
you who you are. Despite
all the reductionisms of our
age, we come to be the kind
of persons we are by a curi-
ous combination of genes,
upbringing, and free deci-
sions. You are not captive
to any of these.

And in your case, as in the
case of all of us, God or-
chestrated all these factors
to form you into the kind of
person you are, with the
kinds of experiences you
have. Why? You might not
know for thousands of
years. If you’re in Christ,
God is preparing you to rule
over the cosmos. He wants
you to be who you are in
Christ and to be ready for
this reign.

This film was an entertain-
ing two hours; and it really

tertainment, I wondered whether the ani-

Until Isaac Watts came along, most of the singing in British churches was from
the Psalms of David. The church — especially the Church of Scotland — had
labored over the Psalms with great effort and scholarship, trandating them
into poems with rhyme and rhythm suitable for singing. Asa young man in
Southampton, Isaac had become dissatisfied with the quality of singing, and he
keenly felt the limitations of being able to only sing these Psalms. So he
“invented” the English hymn.

He did not, however, neglect the Psalms. In 1719, he published a unique
hymnal — one in which he had trandated, interpreted, and paraphrased the
Old Testament Psalms through the eyes of New Testament faith. He called it
smply, The Psalms of David Imitated in the Language of the New Testament.
Taking various Psailms, he studied them from the perspective of Jesus and the
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New Testament, and then formed them into verses for singing.

“1 have rather expressed myself as| may suppose David would have done
if he lived in the days of Chrigtianity,” Watts explained, “ and by this
means, perhaps, | have sometimes hit upon the true intent of the Spirit of
God in those verses farther and clearer than David himself could ever dis-
cover.”

Watt’s archenemy, Thomas Bradbury, was greatly critical of Watts songs,
which he called whims instead of hymns. He accused Watts of thinking he
was King David. Wattsreplied in a letter, “ You tell me that | rival it with
David, whether he or | be the sweet psalmist of Israel, | abhor the
thought; while yet, at the same time, | am fully persuaded that the Jewish
psalm book was never designed to be the only Psalter for the Christian
church.”

“Joy to the World!” islsaac Watts interpretation of Psalm 98, which
says. “ Shout joyfully to the Lord, all the earth” (verse 4). Ashe read
Psalm 98, Isaac pondered the real reason for shouting joyfully to the Lord
— the Messiah has come to redeem us. The result, despite the now-
forgotten criticisms of men like Bradbury, has been a timeless carol that
has brightened our Chrisstmases for nearly three hundred years.
